Editorial Requirements for Authors
Articles and other materials submitted for publication should be sent as an attachment to the following address: anna.peshkova@twojestudia.pl. Submitted articles should have a structure consisting of the following main parts: author’s first and last name, affiliation, ORCID identifier, introduction, methods, results, discussion, conclusions and remarks, and bibliography. Font: Times New Roman, 12 pt. Line spacing: 1.5. If the article meets all criteria, it is forwarded for peer review.
Text Length
The minimum length of an article is 0.5 publishing sheet, i.e. 20,000 characters (characters counted including spaces and footnotes). The maximum length of an article is 1 publishing sheet. In the case of book reviews, biographical notes, information about publications and conferences, and other scholarly communications, the maximum text length is 20,000 characters (including spaces).
Footnotes and Bibliography
References in the text should be prepared in the form of footnotes. Titles of journals, books, and websites should be written in italics. The bibliography should include only works cited in the article. The list should be arranged alphabetically by authors’ surnames or, in the absence of an author, by the first letter of the title.

Abstract in Polish
The abstract (200–250 words), written in an impersonal form, should present the content of the article in as few words as possible (background, objectives, methodology, results, conclusions).

Introduction
The introduction should include the background of the researched problem, with emphasis on the knowledge gap, the research problem and the formulated research objective, the scope of the study, and its justification. Presenting a research hypothesis is advisable, but not mandatory. The introduction should also include the results of a literature review relevant to the topic.
Research Methodology
The methodology section should include information on the methods, techniques, and procedures applied during the research, justification for their selection, as well as a description of their application and the course of the research process.
Results
In this part of the article, the results should present objective research findings. This section should include graphical elements, such as illustrations, tables, or charts, which facilitate the presentation of results.
Discussion and Conclusions
In the key part of the article, the discussion should relate the results of the conducted research to the assumptions presented in the introduction. It should include a summary of the main research results and their comparison with similar studies conducted previously. Additionally, it is advisable to present information on implications and ideas for possible future research. Conclusions should be formulated based on the research results obtained.
It is also advisable to explain the consequences of these conclusions, how they may be applied, and their significance for the research discipline.
Author Biography
The author biography should be written in the third person singular and should include information about the author’s academic or professional title, education, professional experience (including current position), research interests, and most important publications. Length: 70–120 words.
